Joint Statement of the All-Serbian National Council “Serbs Rally Together” and the Serbian National Council of Kosovo and Metohija issued on September 17, 2011
WHEREAS we are committed to the ideal of freedom and inspired by our sacred spiritual heritage of Kosovo but mindful of our future generations, while never forgetting our obligation to respect the will and the sacrifice of our glorious ancestors who created Serbia and left it for us to preserve,
WHEREAS, determined to stop and prevent further dismemberment and occupation of Serbia and united under the blessing and leadership of His Grace Bishop Artremije, we have resolved and hereby announce to Serbia and the international community our resolution as follows:
KOSOVO AND METOHIJA ARE UNDER OCCUPATION
Kosovo and Metohija are not only part of Serbian territory but are also the foundation and the core of Serbian history and the identity of Serbia as a nation and as a state. We know it and we feel it, but our enemies also know it, which is why for centuries, and particularly during the past decade of the most recent period of suffering and persecution of our people and these our sacred lands our enemies are looking for a model for the final separation of the Serbs and Serbia from the most sacred of all Serbia’s lands.
The administration of Washington and Brussels, together with their civil servants, who masquerade around disguised as the President and the Government of Serbia, have for a number of years now played a farce entitled international negotiations and searching for an equitable solution of the Kosovo and Metohija problem. 

However, the most recent actions, statements and plans of the personae dramatis in this play have unveiled all lies and laid bare all deceits, and now we know that Kosovo and Metohija are under the most stringent occupation! This is not the first time that either Serbia, or some part of it, finds itself under occupation, but it is the first time that occupying powers have found the Serbs who are willing to negotiate with the enemy and gradually prepare the ground for the final separation of a part of their country’s territory, Kosovo and Metohija, from Serbia.
Tadić and his associates are swearing up and down that they will never recognize Kosovo’s independence, but they are doing everything that can be done by blackmail, pressure, spreading fear, persecution of secular and church leaders, bribery and any other measure designed to force the Serbs who have stayed in Kosovo and Metohija to recognize the state of Kosovo. To pull the wool over the eyes of the naïve, the occupying forces in collusion with Tadić’s cohorts pretend to be negotiating, invent new crises, spread fear only so as to be able to offer a solution in the end in the guise of autonomy for the North of Kosovo—a trick similar to the one played on the Republic of Srpska Krajina by imposing the so-called Erdut Agreement which was to provide for the autonomy of the Serbs in the region of Vukovar. Today, fifteen years later, we are witnesses of what has remained of that alleged autonomy for the Serbs of Vukovar. This new solution will be presented, just as it was in the case of Vukovar, as a victory of the Serbs. Of course, it would be a victory of Tadić and his cohorts who would point out to their taskmasters that they have removed the greatest obstacle on the “road to Europe.” As always, their success, as well as their reward for it, will be paid for in Serbian lands and at the expense of vital interests of the Serbian people.
In order to prevent this diabolical scheme from being implemented, the Serbian people, wherever they live, and particularly those who live in Kosovo and Metohija, must declare the state of occupation in Kosovo and Metohija.
Today, we, members of Serbian National Councils, have resolved to do so. We shall inform of that fact both our country and the international community and we shall ask them to help us in our struggle to recover our freedom.
In view of everything they have done so far, or are planning to do in the future, Tadić and his associates, having lost the last shreds of their national identity, have also lost the right to negotiate about the future of Kosovo and Metohija.
The Belgrade regime of Boris Tadić considers the occupying powers his partners; it negotiates with them, draws up agreements, pacts and treaties,  but always to the detriment of the Serbian nation as a whole and, particularly so, to the detriment of the Serbs who live in Kosovo and Metohija.
If the Serbs could call their enemy by its rightful name—OCCUPIER—and the conditions under which they have been living in Kosovo and Metohija for the past 12 years—OCCUPATION—then they would do as one does under occupation: they would endure and fight until the end, until the liberation.
We give notice to NATO and to Albanian terrorist occupying powers in Priština that we do not recognize any agreement or treaty they have signed or will sign with Tadić and his coalition. Treaties concluded during occupation through blackmail and trickery have always been considered invalid. 
We particularly want to point out that we shall not tolerate further threats, attacks on our security and efforts at assimilation of the Serbian people in Kosovo and Metohija. Those who have done this or are planning to do so will soon be confronted with legitimate forms of self-defense.
We remind our people that no shame is attached to being under enemy occupation, but it is certainly shameful to praise the occupier or collaborate with him. Not only is it shameful, it is a sin against our ancestors who had fought for hundreds of years to liberate Kosovo and Metohija from centuries long Turkish occupation.
